The following Waiver Request form is to be completed when

citing detailed documents in

Acquisitions/Solicitations/Contracts.

Documents requiring waivers and the specific policy  are defined in DOD 4120.24-M and the AMCOM and PEO Aviation Master Action Plan.  Additional local waiver guidance is described below: 

–Detailed specifications and standards which define interface requirements can be imposed in a performance specification.

–Test Method Standards can be imposed in a performance specification to verify performance requirements (Section 4 of the specification).

–A waiver is required to impose cancelled or superceded specifications and standards in an acquisition document.

–Single Process Initiative Block Changes can be cited as waiver justification for imposing management and manufacturing processes in an acquisition document.
